*  Roll Call times and locations will be specified at the Orientation meeting.  Not being present for roll call as specified can result in disqualification.  Orientation time and location will be forwarded to you as soon as possible and in a timely fashion.
*  You will be introducing yourself at the Season Leader Reception and at the Grad Banquet.  Your introduction should include name, age, hometown and the name of the High School you attend.  Please do not use a lengthy introduction or you could be docked up to 10 points per judge.
*  The Written Test is based on the current NHSRA Rule Book, and will be in the format directed therein.  (Page 120)  Personal interviews and the test will be closed to the public.
*  If you wish to use a flag boot for Horsemanship, you must provide this yourself.   White shirt, dark blue jeans, black boots, belt and hat will be the mandatory horsemanship attire.  Long hair should be pulled back.
*  The Grand Entry themes will be determined by the Student Executive and posted ahead of time.  If you wish to dress according to these themes, you must keep in mind that you are being judged on your appearance at all times, and your Queen western dress code rules apply.
*  Be prepared to model to slow music for the duration of your Biography.  This could be up to 1 minute in length.  When the hall is open, you may practice modeling on the stage area.  There will be a meeting to go through the format of the modeling, speeches and impromptu questions so that you will all know what is expected of you.  If there is time, we will have a short modeling practice.  This meeting will be mandatory, time and location will be given at the orientation.
*  You will attend a breakfast or luncheon with the judges, you will be expected to wear western casual or grand entry attire for this, the personal interviews and the written test.
*   For the Speeches and modeling contestants have the option of wearing suits, dresses, skirts, blouses, dress pants, colored jeans and shirts.  All attire chosen must comply with the NHSRA Rules.
*  Miss Congeniality ballots will be distributed with your Orientation kit.  These will be collected at roll call for Grand Entry on Sunday.
*  Photos will be returned to you, they may be picked up following the Crowning on Sunday.

Contestants wishing to compete at the BCHSRA Provincial Finals for the title of Miss BC High School Rodeo must complete and submit the following documents with required photos NO LATER THAN May 31, 2016. 
IN ADDITION you must email or call in your entry for the Provincial Finals.  If you have not received a confirmation number prior to the call in entry date, be sure to call in or you WILL NOT  be eligible to compete.  Also, if you do not submit the documentation outlined herein, you WILL NOT be eligible to compete.
Documents Include:
*  Queen contestant Biography – similar to NHSRA Queen Competition (form included in this package)
*  BCHSRA Queen contestant declaration signed by both contest and parent/guardian. (form included in this package)
*  PLEASE INCLUDE:
A) Two (2) personal letters of reference with contact information. Eg: teacher, nurse, doctor, dentist, principal, employer, veterinarian. (no relatives)
	B) A typed 75 word introduction of yourself.
C) A typed 500 word essay describing “Why you would like to be Miss BC High School Rodeo. Please include what you believe your responsibilities are and how you plan to productively use the title to promote the sport of rodeo.
D) A typed 200 word essay about your plans for the future.

*  PHOTO REQUIREMENTS: - same as NHSRA Queen Competition
A) One (1)  color, vertical photograph, any size, but no smaller than 3”x5”.  This must be a head and shoulders shot only, not full length, no crown, no banner.
B) One (1) color, vertical photograph 8”x10”head and shoulders shot only, not full length, no crown, no banner.

Horsemanship – blue denim jeans with plain white cotton blouse, no ruffles, accessories or tuxedo shirts
Speeches and Modeling – contestants have the option to wear suits, dresses, skirts, blouses, dress pants, colored jeans and shirts. All attire chosen must comply with the current NHSRA rules.
